Lighting: 90% of lamps (bulbs) in permanently installed fixtures shall be high efficacy (LED, T-8 linear
fluorescent, or CFL's). 
Alarms: 

New smoke alarms shall obtain power from the building's electrical system and have battery back-up,
with the exception of new alarms in existing spaces where renovations do not require the removal of
wall or ceiling finishes and other access for hard wiring is not available. 
Provide Smoke alarms utilizing photoelectric and ionization technologies on each level. Smoke alarms
located outside sleeping areas shall include photoelectric technology. Where practical, interconnect
alarms so actuation of one alarm will activate other alarms.                                   
Refer to Floor Plans for alarm locations. 
315.3  Carbon monoxide alarms in dwelling units shall be installed outside of each separate sleeping
area in the immediate vicinity of the bedrooms. 
315.4 Combination alarms. Combination carbon monoxide and smoke alarms shall be permitted to be
used in lieu of carbon monoxide alarms. 

All  new and replacement electrical outlets to be arc fault protected and tamper resistant; all in baths, kitchens to

Install and label a 70-amp dual pole circuit breaker in the electrical service panel for use by the PV
system, or provide a labeled slot for a double-pole breaker.
